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Augsburg College President Completes Legacy Book

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn. – A book focusing on what Augsburg College President William V. Frame calls “a record of the principal stops on the Faith and Reason journey on which I was sent when elected as Augsburg’s tenth president” has been published by Lutheran University Press in Minneapolis.

The Dialogue of Faith and Reason: The Speeches and Papers of William V. Frame covers his nine years at the Minneapolis college, a time in which he says he became increasingly fascinated with the Reformation and the two giants who formed its traditions in Theology and Education – Martin Luther and Philip Melanchthon.

“From their own Dialogue of Faith and Reason, I discovered the brilliantly useful ideas that have come to constitute the Augsburg College vision – Vocation, Service, the Two Kingdoms, Civility, the Reconciliation of Diversity and Community,” Frame writes in the book’s foreword. 

He also committed the College to providing first-class educational opportunities to a highly diverse population of traditionally aged students and working adults. 

Frame and his wife Anne plan to retire this summer following completion of his current term in office, but they will continue to be involved in higher education on both the local and national level. Frame’s advocacy of the Lutheran idea of “Vocation” has established a national reputation for him among college presidents.  He is senior advisor to the Council of Independent Colleges’ three-year cycle of seminars for college presidents, and those who aspire to be so, on the intersection of “Personal Vocation” and “Institutional Mission.”
